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About the Bumblebee Conservation Trust
The Bumblebee Conservation Trust (the Trust) was established in 2006 because of serious concerns about the ‘plight of the bumblebee’.  In the past 100 years, our bumblebee populations have crashed and they are in trouble.  Two species have become nationally extinct and several others have declined dramatically.  The Trust has a vision to create a world where bumblebees are thriving and valued by everyone.  Our mission is to lead the fight to secure their future. 
Why save bumblebees?
As well as being iconic, charismatic and captivating insects, bumblebees are ‘keystone’ pollinators, integral to our natural environment, and providing significant economic benefits through the pollination of crops.  However, their numbers and distribution are declining due primarily to habitat loss through agricultural intensification. Since the early 1900s, two species have become nationally extinct whilst populations of several others have crashed dramatically. Over one third of social bumblebee species are now regarded as species of principal importance under the UK Post-2010 Biodiversity Framework.
In short, our bumblebees are in crisis and need our help. They are crucial to improving biodiversity and our dependence on food production is linked directly to our wild pollinators.   Guided by the latest science, we carry out research, influence environmental policy, and conserve and create bumblebee-friendly habitats. We inspire people and organisations to take action for our precious bumblebees, working together to help them thrive.

Why work for us?

[bookmark: _Hlk167816657]At the Trust we place the highest value on our employees. We believe that recruiting and retaining the right people is fundamental to our success.

We want to protect the interests of every staff member, and create a happy, safe and harmonious working environment. Our benefits package aims to reflect this and includes:

· Flexible working arrangements – We offer flexi-time to give you more control over your working hours. You can choose to start late, finish early or extend your lunch to fit your lifestyle.
· No excess hours culture - We want all staff to enjoy a good balance between work and personal life and don’t encourage working for long hours. 
· 35 days’ paid annual leave (pro rata for part time) including bank/public holidays with holiday closure between Christmas and New Year.
· Pension - 7% employer pension contribution and minimum 1% employee contribution. Transport support – We offer access to the tax efficient benefits of Cycle to Work scheme and the EV Car Purchase scheme. 
· Well-being support via our internal Staff Well-being Group, Mental Health First Aiders and an Employee Assistance Programme which offers support 24/7 for all staff.
· Company sick pay – Once you have two years continuous service, if you are sick in any rolling 12 month period, you can qualify for up to three months full pay then three months half pay + SSP.  In your first and second year, you can qualify for a phased sickpay entitlement.
· Personal annual training allowance - to support your skill development.
· Feedback and career development – regular feedback sessions and a commitment to providing you with the opportunity for personal growth.
· Home working equipment – we provide the tools that you need to support working from home.
· Enhanced leave - maternity, paternity and carers leave are enhanced above statutory to help you and your family.
· Family emergencies – 1-2 days full pay for those unexpected situations.  
· Compassionate and bereavement leave – for those difficult times in life, we offer paid bereavement leave.
· Death in Service insurance - calculated as two times salary. 
· Social connection is encouraged – enjoy lots of informal opportunities to take part in different activities and get to know your new colleagues.

The Trust is a Real Living Wage Employer.  We have a clear Pay Policy which ensures transparency and consistency on how pay is determined and how it will progress over time.  The starting annual salary for this post is £28,700 (£19,680 pro rata) at .1 and will be increased to .2 £30,300 FTE (£20,777 pro rata) after successful completion of the probationary period (usually six months).  In addition to any general annual pay award that may be determined, this post will be eligible for a further 4 incremental increases at fixed future points until reaching the maximum of the grade (currently £36,700 FTE).

Job purpose:   
· Plan and implement threatened bumblebee species recovery work in collaboration with colleagues and external partners; 
· Alongside our team of Conservation Projects Managers, oversee the delivery of species recovery project work, including line management of staff;  
· Raise the profile of threatened bumblebee species, working with colleagues internally and externally on policy and advocacy, people engagement, and communications.  
 
Main responsibilities:  
  
Species Recovery planning and reporting  
· Review Species Recovery Assessments annually with colleagues;  
· Complete and review knowledge reviews and threat analyses for threatened bumblebee species, including working with internal and external experts;  
· Work with colleagues to complete Favourable Conservation Status reviews;  
· Develop Conservation Action Plans for threatened bumblebee species;  
· Collate metrics for species recovery reporting. 
  
Raise profile of threatened bumblebee species  
· Working with colleagues and external partners, raise the profile of threatened bumblebee species with decision makers and stakeholders through policy and advocacy work;  
· Working with colleagues and external partners, raise the profile of threatened bumblebee species with target audiences through the preparation of resources and communication materials;  
· Help to coordinate continued support for volunteers engaged in habitat management and monitoring for rare species   
· Identify and embed opportunities for bumblebee conservation in national policy, including agri-environment schemes.  
  
Deliver Conservation Strategies  
· Coordinate the delivery of the Shrill Carder Bee Conservation Strategy 2020-2030 in England and Wales; 
· Ensure that the tools, groups and systems are in place to allow implementation and modification of the Shrill Carder Bee Conservation Strategy at national, regional and local levels.  
· Implement the standardised advice framework of land management recommendations and standards, tailored to geographical location;   
· Implement protocols for habitat monitoring and population monitoring; 
· Develop and support local partnerships, and work with local partners to develop ‘Local Implementation Plans’ in key population areas where appropriate;  
· Work with local partners to identify key threats and opportunities;  
· Develop landscape scale species recovery projects to ensure conservation delivery on the ground;  
· Capture information about ongoing conservation work for priority species;  
· Develop an online portal for species recovery work (e.g. collation of data, land management advice/templates, strategy progress) engaging all partners and stakeholders.  
  
Misc.  
· Contribute to the overall outputs of the BBCT team and carry out duties with due regard to the well-being and safety of others at all times.  
· Undertake any other duties commensurate with the nature of the post as deemed appropriate and by agreement with the CEO.
